2012 PARK USE INFORMATION 

 
PLEASE HELP TO KEEP OUR PARK CLEAN BY PLACING YOUR TRASH IN THE GREEN CONTAINERS LOCATED THROUGHOUT THE 

PARK. PLASTIC BAGS ARE AVAILABLE IN EACH PICNIC AREA BUT YOU ARE ADVISED TO BRING A SUPPLY OF YOUR OWN 

PLASTIC BAGS AS WELL. WE APPRECIATE YOUR COOPERATION. 

 

PARK HOURS: Weekends and holidays from 8:00 AM to sunset; weekdays from 9:00 AM to sunset. 

 

VEHICLE ENTRY: ALL VEHICLES ENTERING THE PARK MUST PAY THE APPROPRIATE FEE. 

 Fees are collected weekends & holidays May 19th  – June 15th  & September 8th – October 21st    

 Fees are collected DAILY June 16th  – September 3rd  

 Buses: With a tax exempt form, entrance fee is $35 per bus to enter the park. The tax exempt form must be shown to a park 

representative on the day of the picnic or sent with picnic application. Buses without a tax exempt form or tax exempt status 

must pay $75 per bus. A bus is a vehicle which can carry more than 15 passengers. Buses are NOT ALLOWED in the park on 

July 4th. Buses must have advance reservations from June 16th – September 3rd. Weekday reservations are not required for groups 

fewer than 25 people.  Bus groups are not allowed in areas 1 or 6. BUSES ARE NOT ALLOWED ON THE TACONIC STATE 

PARKWAY (see back for bus directions). 

 Cars: Car entrance fee is $8 per car during fee-collection hours. 

 Empire Passports are available for purchase for $65 and allow car fees to be waived. The Empire Passport is valid from 1/1/12-

3/31/13 

 

SWIMMING POOL:
  Opens DAILY June 25th – September 3rd  

 Hours: Weekends & holidays from 11am – 6:30PM (last admission at 6PM) and weekdays from 11am – 5:30PM (last admission 

at 5PM). 

 Fees: Children under 10 years of age: $1.00          Persons 10 years and older: $2.00 

 Bring your own sturdy lock to use our lockers. Locks are also available for purchase at the pool office. 

 Children MUST be accompanied and supervised by an adult at ALL times. Food or drinks of any kind, in any container, coolers, 

amplified music and swimming aids are NOT ALLOWED in the pool area. NO STREET CLOTHES ALLOWED IN POOL 

AREA.(See pool rules for more detailed information) 

 Children not toilet trained or incontinent persons must wear swim diapers in the pool.  Swim diapers are for sale at Pool Office. 

 Smoking is Not Permitted Inside the Pool Area 

 

ROW/PADDLE BOAT RENTAL:  Open weekends & holidays June 16th – September 3rd   

 Hours:   10AM – 7PM (last rental at 6PM)   CASH ONLY 

                Fees:      Rowboats→ $25 deposit + $7 per hour or fraction thereof (1-3 hours); daily rental is $28 (more than 3 hours) 

    Paddleboats→ $25 deposit + $5 per half-hour (2 hour maximum) 

 The renter must be 18 years of age and must present proof of age. Maximum of 4 persons in a boat (including children); some 

boats only hold 3 persons. NO SWIMMING in the lake. No splashing or horseplay. Permit will be revoked without refund of 

deposit if rules are not followed. Pets are not permitted in the boats. 

 

PICNIC RESERVATIONS: Some of the park areas are available to reserve. The fee is $30 per 50 people. Shelters (areas 3BS & 6CS) require 

an extra flat fee of $25; 4CS requires an extra fee of $100. THIS COST DOES NOT INCLUDE VEHICLE ENTRY FEE. No reservations on 

July 4th. 

 Your reservation will NOT be confirmed without payment in full. 

 DO NOT make plans until you have received written confirmation from us. 

 Make check or money order payable to FDR STATE PARK. 

 ALL VEHICLES (cars & buses) must pay the entry fee upon arrival to the park on the DAY OF YOUR PICNIC. If your group is 

arriving by bus, make sure there is someone on the bus who is able to pay the fee. If you are tax exempt, HAVE YOUR TAX 

EXEMPT FORM WITH YOU, WITHOUT PROOF OF EXEMPT STATUS YOU WILL BE CHARGED FULL PRICE. 

 Picnic tables are distributed depending on the number of people the area is reserved for. Barbecue grills are available or you may 

bring your own (no gas grills). Please be sure to extinguish your hot coals after barbecuing as they can become a hazard. 

 If ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES (wine and/or beer only) are consumed at your picnic, please fill out an alcoholic beverage permit 

at the park office when you come to sign in. The permit holder must be at least 21 years of age. 

 

RECREATION PROGRAMS: Athletic equipment is available on loan from the Park Office. Cash deposit required.   

PLAYGROUNDS: Our Playground is located in parking lot #2. Smoking is not permitted in the playground area. 

HIKING TRAILS: F.D.R. State Park has clear, marked hiking trails. A trail map is available at the park office. 

PETS: Pets are not allowed in the picnic areas. Pets MUST be leashed at all times. Pet owners are responsible for cleaning up after their pet.
